Ways with waste

Even after shopping SMART it is inevitable

that small quantities of waste will be produced.
But rather than throwing away food scraps,
packaging or unwanted items, ask yourself the
following questions:

Can it be refilled?

Many containers, like ink cartridges and bottles — such as
glass ones for milk and those for environmentally friendly
cleaning products — can be refilled.

Can it be re-used?

Yogurt pots can be used as seed trays or bird feeders,
ice-cream and margarine tubs as food containers or lunch
boxes, old jars for anything that needs storing from food
to pencils, buttons and nails, and old tights can be used
in the garden to tie plants.

Can it be recycled?

There are numerous recycling centres in Wiltshire.

Can it be composted?
Half the contents of a usual dustbin can be composted
—from vegetable peelings and fruit scraps, to paper and
card, hedge trimmings, teabags and coffee grounds, as
well as eggshells — so it’s a great way to reduce the
amount of rubbish that is thrown away.
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Get composting
